Here are a few of the tasks involved for the Chair and her team: 

Enlisting sponsors: This will be one of the first tasks to undertake. It will provide you with a 
reason to contact some of the best-known Silicon Valley companies.

Determining and managing scope and venue: Small, medium or large (gala event)—it’s 
still to be determined based on available resources. 

Enlisting speaker(s): We’re looking for high profile speakers or a panel to discuss women 
in consulting and attract a large audience and the press.

Developing a commemorative brochure : We’d like to create a handout that outlines the 
history of WIC; pays tribute to the many women who have made it possible; describes the 
opportunities for women in consulting in the coming decade; and thanking event sponsors.

You will have free access to the WIC membership list to tap for help. The WIC membership 
boasts entrepreneurs and experts in almost every aspect of consulting including marketing, PR, 
publications, event coordination, programs, fund-raising, etc. 

WIC volunteers already on board include: The programs team (ready to assist with the speaker 
recruitment and coordination); the marketing team (ready to develop the commemorative 
brochure and set to manage PR and promotions) – and more. Just ask!
